A wonderful broad, elegant and ripe expression of Chardonnay. In this wine, the balance
is just right, both crisp and rounded with great citrus and white fruits.

Stones and sliced cooked apples with straw and green-melon undertones. Full-bodied,
tight and chewy. Extremely dense, yet bright. No malo gives it the edge.

Citrus, ripe pear, and green apple in the nose. Hints of lush white peach are noticed as
the wine opens up. The sur-lie aging has added richness and complexity, and a touch of
toasty oak returns on the finish.

A very fluid wine with bright, pear and peach aromas with an edge of almond praline and
spiced biscuits. The palate has a balanced and measured feel with layered and smoothly
constructed texture as well as a long, caressing finish.

Aromas of ripe yellow peach, melon, and chamomile all framed by freshly baked pie crust.

Lush underlying richness from the exclusive use of Pinot Noir. Offering generous flavors
of red berries and spice

Certified organic. This rosé presents a delicate pale hue with peach nuances. The
expressive nose reveals notes of white flowers, peach, and pomelo. On the palate, it is
well-balanced and smooth, with lingering peach aromas and a fresh finish highlighted by
a touch of acidity.

Our favorite for any season is delightfully dry, crisp and delicious with notes of grapefruit,
watermelon, and lemon zest.

Floral, herbal, wild red fruit (not overly ripe), stone fruit and acid. Enticing aromatics of
peach, white cherry and wild raspberry that are balanced by summer flowers, white tea
and Provence herbs.

Red fruits with raspberry, gooseberry and strawberry notes, slightly effervescent.

A blackberry hue, with scents of rich leather, cooked caramel, berries and forest floor.
Youthfully forward on the palate, supple and appealing with rich concentration. Tannins
are abundant, yet fine, and persist throughout a layering of textural sensation.

A deeper, richer, more powerful wine, the 2021 Cabernet Sauvignon Howell
Mountain sports a deep ruby/plum hue to go with a Pauillac-like nose.

Beautifully expressive nose full of ripe berry fruit aromas of raspberry, red currant, black
cherry and black currant, alongside hints of fresh chaparral herbs like wild lavender,
violet and rose, fresh mint, sage, bay laurel and juniper berry. Perfumed exotic spice
notes from the well-integrated aging in new French oak barrels adds vanilla, cedar, clove
and cinnamon, and also supports the lush fruit, showcasing the depth, concentration,
and balance of this extraordinary Cabernet.

Generous aromas and flavors of blackcurrant, dill, coconut, and oak. Enjoy its beautifully
appointed richness

A juicy red with black currants and balsamic. Bark and mushroom. lodine, too. Medium
body, creamy texture that tightens at the end. An energy and firmness in the finish but
remains so attractive. Savory. Hard not to drink now. So do, but will also age nicely.

A vibrant array of dark fruits and intriguing spices. Unfolds with layer upon layer of juicy
blackberry, wild blueberry, cedar and lead pencil with savory notes of cured bacon, sage
and star anise. Texturally complex, with plenty of poignancy.

Super lush and polished in feel, with creamy-textured acai, mulberry and cassis notes
gliding through slowly. Laced with alluring hints of violet, iris and anise, this offers a
melted licorice note on the finish, but the fruit wins out easily. Drink now through 2037.

Deep aromas of cassis, black cherry, incense, dark chocolate, caramelized oak, toffee, and
the Buoncristiani signatures of balance, depth on the mid palate, and a lengthy persistent
finish.

Red and black currants and oak in its aromas and flavors. It stays focused and vibrant on
the palate before finishing with a razor-sharp and bright fruit aftertaste.

Fresh and vibrant with layers of bright red berry fruits, alongside a floral potpourri.
Baking spice notes of caramel, clove and cedar are also present, a nod to the well-
integrated oak character.

Red-fruited characteristics with crunchy black cherry and ripe plum notes. Rich toffee
and caramel spices add complexity, while firm, structured tannins support the full-bodied
richness

Full-bodied red impresses in its thick, intensely concentrated layers of rich red fruit and
leathery texture. The tannins are well integrated and firmly structured, with new French
oak showing in the swathes of vanilla and toast.

Balanced red, showing blackberry and bark with chili and some herbs. It’s medium-to
full-bodied with nice drinkability and a succulent, flavorful finish. Iodine, pine needles,
slate and graphite undertones.

Expressive aromas of ripe raspberry, dark cherry, and blackberry along with hints of
cedar and spice. The mid-palate is pleasant and round with flavors of dark chocolate,
plum, dried fruit, and toasted oak. The finish is rich and lingering.

Aromas of blueberries, currants and flowers follow through to a medium to full body, firm
and silky tannins and a delicious finish. Shows some hazelnut and walnut undertones.
Very fine-toned.

Fresh blackberry, anise and mocha are the first things apparent on the nose followed by
cola, acai berry and menthol. This is a silky lush wine with layers of dark chocolate, cedar
and freshly ground coffee.
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Plummy richness carries through this generous, succulent cabernet, its time in new oak
barrels smoothing the tannins into the dark, delicious fruit. The flavors are simple and
pure, with lovely depth.

Notes of ripe cassis, blackberry, and redcurrant, complemented by savory herbal hints
like bay leaf and thyme, and underlying notes of toasted oak and spice like licorice or star
anise.

Ruby color and ripe red and black fruits on the nose accented by vanilla, tobacco, dried
herbs and pencil shavings. The medium-bodied palate has well-managed ripeness and
mineral-laced fruits in a grainy, fresh frame and with a long finish

Dark garnet, nearly violet in the glass, the aromatic intensity of this wine is irresistible.
Fresh berries and dried cherries comingle with bergamot, lavender, mint, gunpowder and
sage without a single element dominating another.

Aromas of vine-ripened blackberry contrast perfectly with spicy notes of nutmeg. There
are a luscious weight and texture to the wine, but also a racy edge of well-balanced
acidity on the palate. This is an extraordinary Cabernet — powerful, yet elegant,

Softly layered in cassis, it shows lifted acidity and graceful, firm tannins. Spicy nutmeg
and clove season the fruit, adding length and complexity.

From the most recognized Napa Valley red blend comes a distinct, new wine. Made in the
same iconic style as The Prisoner Red Blend, we proudly introduce The Prisoner Cabernet
Sauvignon. Redefining taste once again. Notes of plum, dried blackberries, vanilla,
nutmeg.

Caravan shares the pedigree of Darioush’s Signature wines, but displays more ripe,
saturated fruit with an elegantly textured finish. Caravan is anchored in Cabernet
Sauvignon with lesser amounts of Merlot, Cabernet Franc and/or Malbec and Petit Verdot
added for depth and complexity of flavor.

Aromatic and expressive, this wine opens with scents of sweet cassis, anise, blackberries,
roasted coffee, blue herbs and barrel vanillin. On the palate, the tannins are firm, upfront
and balanced throughout, with all pockets of the mouth left yearning for another sip.
Full-bodied and extracted with ripe black fruit, blueberries, charred caramel and a
delightful hint of fresh herbs that concentrate into a lengthy finish.

Aromas of black cherries, pomegranate, dried cranberries and a hint of graphite channel
classic Bordeaux. Its lovely, silky texture coats the palate with layers of black cherries
and a touch of cedar from French oak’s fine tannins.

Wine shows up with the lasting power of black fruit and licorice. Its layers of persistent
and formidable fruit could turn a semi-vegetarian into a carnivore

Fresh, ripe berry notes of blackberry, black cherry, créme de cassis and dark plum all
combine, offering a plush, juicy, mouthwatering character that is very approachable in its
youth. Complex layers of wild bramble berry fruit, wild violets and notes of cocoa powder,
dark chocolate, graphite and tobacco spice, from the well-integrated oak, seamlessly are
interwoven with the full-bodied ripe tannins, supporting a firm structure with balanced
acidity, leading to a long, persistent, textured finish.

Black fruit, cassis, violet, and spice, balanced by a velvet-textured palate and supple
tannins. It has been praised for its generosity of fruit, elegant texture, and a refined, long
finish

Elegant and focused, with medium to full-bodied aromas and flavors of cassis, red
currants, green tobacco, and cedary spice. I love its texture, it has ripe, polished tannins,
plenty of sweet fruit, and a great, great finish.

Deep ruby. Aromas of deep cherry, black plum, and caramel with hints of dried sage and
cedar. Flavors of ripe blackberry and cherry preserves framed by mocha and baking
spices. Layers of abundant fruit, dried herbs, and sweet oak.

A very aromatic red, offering baking spices, such as cinnamon, cloves and anisette, as
well as notes of ripe blackcurrants, plums and dark chocolate. Full-bodied with soft
tannins and a ripe yet vibrant and juicy fruit core

Cassis, blackberry, dark chocolate, leather, coffee, with a hint of cloves and toasted
hazelnuts. Full and rounded palate with bright, intense fruit and a lush cocoa, spicy
finish.

Full-bodied, dark and juicy Paso Robles Cab with dark cherry, blueberry, blackberry,
baking and pepper spice flavors finishing smoky, velvety and long. Liter bottle.

Balance and complexity - a blend of dark berry, forest, clove, and nutmeg. The tannins
and French oak are well integrated on the palate and elegant from start to finish.

Character builds season after season in the growth rings of the old woody vines. Sun-
drenched growing conditions with low rainfall result in small berries with full-bodied
flavors. This Cabernet has broad-shouldered structure, concentrated fruit characters and
deep color.
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Aromas of dried herbs, cedar, clove and lavendar join flavors of dark red fruit led by figs,
black cherry, currants, boysenberry, huckleberry, raspberry, and oak spice which are
joined with more traditional Knights Valley tones of black olive, wild sage and mocha
chocolate. Fine acidity and balance with an elegant structure lead to a lingering finish.

Rich, intricate, and delicious. On the palate, classic flavors of blackberry, boysenberry,
cassis, dark chocolate, and violets are framed by silky tannins and a lovely underlying
energy that draws the wine to a bright, juicy finish.

Aromas of cassis, hazelnut, cocoa, blackberry preserves and charry meat with notes of
dark licorice, stewed rhubarb, strawberry, spice and vanillin. Flavors of chocolate
brownie, yogurt and molasses in perfect balance with high-toned fruit.

Ripe raspberry and spice to a palate redolent with soft red fruit flavors and elegant
botanical accents, this hand-crafted Cabernet Sauvignon offers an unmistakably pure
expression of Napa Valley

The fruit for this wine comes from older blocks at top-notch vineyards. Appealing aromas
of black cherry, raisin, dried herb, barrel notes and spice lead to big black-fruit flavors.
It's a flat out delicious, hedonistic wine.

Aromas of black cherries and herbal mélange. The palate displays ample tannin for aging,
but there's plenty of lightness on display as well as flavors of rich plum jam, cocoa
powder and graphite.

Aromas bring notes of generous wood spices, high-toned herbs, black currant and black
cherry, along with a vanilla top note. The black-fruit flavors show richness but also
restraint, with dusty tannins giving support.

The nose offers an abundance of blackberry jam, blueberry, cherry, blackberry, rose
petal, eucalyptus and licorice with delectable undercurrents of vanilla, coffee and
chocolate. Lavish blackberry fruit flavors expand with notes of mocha, baking spice, cigar
box and pine.

Deep colors, supple silky tannins, and notes of vibrant black cherry, candied blackberry
and spices. A hint of coffee and dark chocolate create a lingering and delightful finish.

Everything you love about Caymus; cocoa, black currant, and blackberry on the nose.
Tastes of black cherry, dark chocolate, and oak, with a long and smooth finish.

Aromas of fresh raspberry, bittersweet chocolate and dried herb pop on the nose. The
palate is ripe, delicious, fruit filled and lip-smacking, displaying a lot of density, intensity
and texture.

Flavors of black cherry, plum, vanilla, and cocoa with soft tannins. It is ideal for daily
drinking and pairs well with grilled meats.

Eucalyptus and bay leaf aromas come through strongly in this full-bodied approachable
red from the famous site named for the author. Plum, black licorice and rounded oak
complete the picture, finishing smoothly.

A plum purple color with crimson highlights, Lot 4 opens with a serious nose - underlying
dark fruits are overlaid with soft leather, cassis, unsweetened chocolate and the subtle
scent of smoke drifting from an open grill

The EOS Estate Cabernet Sauvignon 2021 entices your senses with aromas of blackberry,
cassis, and cigar box. The aromas lead into avors of black cherry with a hint of
earthiness. Soft tannins tempt the palate leading into the lingerng nish.

Domaine Louis Latour

Fruit aromas such as strawberry blend wonderfully with floral and tobacco notes. The
taste is full and round with aromas of griotte cherry and liquorice. A powerful wine with
silky tannins, superb aromatic depth and a good, long aftertaste on the palate.

A lot of color, deep red black, intense and pungent bouquet of blackcurrants, musk and
game meat.

Vibrant and complex with subtle dark fruits and berries, grandmother’s cherry pie,
flowers, minerals, and a slight touch of rain-soaked earth, intertwined with a balance and
very pleasing easy-going luxury.

Raspberries, red currant and strawberry conserve dominate the nose with underlying
tones of tobacco and forest floor. Hints of cola, summer jasmine, honeysuckle, and rose
petals further the intrigue. The palate presents a striking brightness and purity, coupled
with a generous mouthfeel

Distinct, bold, and fruit-forward, The Prisoner Sonoma Coast Pinot Noir Red Wine is lush
and full. Aromas of black cherry and pine needle lead to flavors of blackberry, deep black
cherry, and vanilla.

Rosy gemstone color leads your nose to a bouquet of floral perfume, raspberries, sweet
strawberries, anise and cinnamon. The bright acidity on the palate is complemented by
supple tannins and flavors of hibiscus, cranberry, and brown sugar.

Lifted and perfumed with vibrant red and dark red fruit and gentle floral notes
intertwining on the nose. Indulgent, with refined structure, dark cherry and savory notes
are the highlight of this pure, concentrated Pinot noir.
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The nose is fresh and shows depth with raspberry crumble, dried strawberries, orange
peel and milk chocolate shavings. Medium-to-full-bodied, with spicy, red fruit, tangy
acidity, firm tannins and a long finish.

Aromas of wild raspberries and black cherries. Sweet tobacco, anise and hints of violet.
Fresh Bing cherries, vanilla and clove at play on the palate.

A perfumed nose of raspberry, crushed strawberry, vanilla and dried herb. It’s medium-
bodied with fine tannins and bright acidity. Round and creamy with a silky texture. Sweet
ripe fruit and spices.

Elegant with bright red berry, cherry, earthy mushroom, blue florals and cedar spice
flavors on the palate. Vibrant and food-friendly.

Deep aromas of baked cherries, fresh garden herbs, and applewood chips. The palate is
exuberant with tart yet supple red fruit notes and a warm spice through to the finish.

Luscious black raspberry and black cherry aromas situated on a medium-bodied frame.
Subtle hints of baking spice complement the ripe fruit character.

This vintage of our Pinot Noir expresses cranberry and wild strawberry aromas that
mingle with savory spice, bramble, and black tea. The palate is bright and juicy, with fine
tannins, fresh berries, forest floor, and herbal notes. Balanced acidity and spice lead to a
refined, medium finish true to the Russian River Valley.

Fruity and forward, this bursts forth with candied cherries, marionberry jam and
blueberry compote. Behind that wall of fruit are light acidity and just enough phenolic
punch to keep the flavors ringing through the finish.

Velvety, supple and zesty PN with fleshy cherry, raspberry, dried herbs, nutmeg,
cardamon, pepper spice flavors and a lingering, zesty finish.

Light on the nose with hints of cranberry, wet slate and rose petals. A good sense of
minerality. There's an herbal background to the bright palate, which offers tart
pomegranate and hibiscus flavors.

A well-regarded Willamette Valley red, offering juicy red fruit (cherry, strawberry,
raspberry) with hints of spice, cola, and vanilla, balanced with soft tannins, and praised
for its value and drinkability, though some find it light; it's a classic, approachable Pinot
Noir for various dishes.

This Pinot Noir features bright cranberry and raspberry aromas, complemented by earthy
notes. On the palate, it balances oak spice and refreshing acidity, finishing with lingering
cherry and cranberry flavors.

Historically Russian River Valley Pinot Noirs had bright red fruit and delicate earthy,
mineral notes. But changes in viticultural and winemaking practices have led to stylistic
changes in some of the region’s wines. Adjustments to canopy management, among other
techniques, have resulted in riper fruit and bolder wines as well. These show flavors of
black cherry, blackberry, cola, spice and darker, loamy earth tones, accenting traditional
Pinot Noir notes of strawberry, raspberry and light cherry.

Ruby color and a complex nose with cocoa and ripe fruits from south of France, such as
arbutus berry. The mouth is ample and round with silky tannins and undergrowth hints.
Nice persistence in the mouth.

Bright, full-bodied and tangy, with a nice core of red fruit, good soil signature and grip,
moderate tannins and a long, nascently complex finish.

Delicious aromas of dark cherry take the lead and are supported by notes of tobacco,
leather, and baking spice. Balanced with moderate acid and food-friendly tannins, the
flavors mirror the aromas with additional savory and herbaceous notes of black tea,
cedar, and white pepper.
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Jammy blackberry and raspberry aromas. Nuances of spice and cocoa emerge as the wine
opens up. Silky mouth-feel and well-balanced structure

A lovely balance of candied cherry, lanced with dark chocolate aromas. Floral fruit runs
from strawberry preserves to boysenberry and is accented with an assortment of baking
spices. The velvety entry melts like chocolate on the palate providing a silky but dense
mouthfeel with a long, intense finish.

Bright aromas of bing cherry, cranberry, and pomegranate thrive along with excellent
color and flavor. With a juicy, ripe entry and intense fruit driven palate, the red fruit is
pronounced and powerful, yet remains balanced.

Layers of black cherry, blueberry and plum, underscored by vanilla and mocha on the
palate. Balanced acidity adds structure and elegance, while sturdy tannins carry the wine
to a fruitful, concentrated and lengthy finish.

Approachable, with deep flavors of ripe berry and balanced American oak. This wine was
created to demonstrate the dark yet playful profile of Merlot with its soft tannins and rich
aromatics of mixed berry pie, cocoa, cigar box and decadent leather.

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Delightful aromas of summer-berry conserve combined with a touch of spice and fresh
fruit flavors. A Zinfandel that draws its power from sophistication instead of raw alcohol
content. Made in the classic field blend style including significant portions of Petite Sirah
and Carignan.

Bouquet of cedar, spice, and sun-ripened blackberries, our Sonoma Zinfandel makes a
strong first impression. Bold and richly textured on the palate with an intensity and
purity of fruit reflected in notes of wild blueberries, plum, and black currants. A light
dusting of tannins provides structure

This wine offers notes of blackberry, plum and boysenberry with a touch of red fruit jam
and creamy vanilla.

Purple hue. Aromas of red fruits (strawberry and plum), black pepper, and cinnamon
spice. A good entrance, full-bodied, good mid-palate, juicy with notes of strawberry and
cinnamon flavors. A good tannin structure and nice cleansing acidity.

Spicy, bright strawberry, with coffee and chocolate characters. Ripe fruit and soft tannins
make this a mouth-coating rich vintage. Aging on new and used oak has given this wine a
subtle vanilla quality that nicely complements the explosive fruit notes.
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Deep, glass-staining violet. Powerful, mineral- and smoke-accented blueberry, cherry
liqueur, incense and pipe tobacco aromas show outstanding definition and pick up
suggestions of mocha and exotic spices with air. Offers deeply concentrated black/blue
fruit, cherry-vanilla, espresso and bitter chocolate flavors; a spicy flourish emerges as the
wine stretches out.

Layers of cherry, creme de cassis, mocha, spicebox, tobacco, and sweet oak come come
together in this wine that melds power, finesse, and sophistication in perfect harmony.

Bright with a dark purple/black core and a lighter ruby purple rim showing slowforming,
moderately stained tears on the glass. Attractively aromatic and complex with ripe black
and red cherry, black currant, new book leather, cedar, tobacco, vanilla bean, licorice,
and oak. Full-bodied on the palate with ripe complex cherry, cassis, and a subtle red
berry fruit on entry, with vanilla and licorice baking spice leading into the midpalate,
which shows complex savory notes of cedar, tobacco leaf, and leather. The very long,
complex, and continually changing finish is a progression of sustained ripe cherry fruit
accented by baking spice and oak notes, with smooth chewy tannins and balanced
acidity, adding depth and freshness.

Boysenberry and black plum to packed lavender, black pepper and dried beef. The floral
aspects fly higher on the palate, from elderflower to violet, combining a delicate aspect
with black plum intensity.

Smooth, full-bodied wine with lush dark fruit flavors like blackberry and plum, and notes
of spice, chocolate, and sweet tobacco. Reviewers often note its velvety texture, soft
tannins, and a balanced structure

Deep garnet color. The inviting nose has brambly berries, black pepper, baking spices,
black cherries, dry underbrush and wild flowers. This has medium to full body with
moderate tannins and good acidity. On the palate brambly berries, black cherries, black
pepper and baking spices grab control on the front end with underbrush and a nice floral
note coming in later.

Complex aromas of dark fruits, savory herbs, and spice, with flavors of blackberry,
cherry, and cocoa leading to a long, satisfying finish with well-integrated tannins and a
mineral backbone.

Bordeaux-style wine. Cabernet Sauvignon and Merlot are dominate but dance elegantly
together in this rich and inviting combination of aromas, flavors, and textures. Petit
Verdot, Cabernet Franc and Malbec round out the ensemble adding just that extra je ne
sais quoti

Aromas of black currant, plum, black cherry and blackberry. Several more minutes reveal
hints of tobacco, toffee and cinnamon. The palate has dark berry flavors along with earthy
complexity and savory tones. It finishes with notes of mocha, herbes de Provence and
violet.

Prominent black cherry, cedar and licorice flavors, along with a streak of tobacco. Full
bodied and moderate in acidity,

Deep scarlet red that lends to its refined elegance. Aromas of pink peppercorn, oregano
and cherry cobbler brood from the glass, while a bouquet of fine cedar of bourbon vanilla
prove perfect integration of oak. The first sip shows it’s a classic Napa Valley red wine,
driven by Bing cherry, brtléed sugar, with hints of violet and cinnamon.

Aromas of bing cherry, dark chocolate, clove, and roasted fig. Persistent flavors of ripe
raspberry, boysenberry, pomegranate, and vanilla linger harmoniously for a smooth and
luscious finish.

Sanguine, earthy and aromatic in lavender, this wine invites one in, providing a soft,
supple palate of thick, plummy blue fruit and dried herb. It offers approachability and
full-bodied ripeness.

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Aromas of wild blackberry, spice, and sweet oak, and a palate bursting with dark fruits
like blackberry jam and plum, balanced by bright acidity and ripe, round tannins.

A streak of singed vanilla adds range on the
finish.

Saturated purple color to go with a huge nose of smoked black fruits, beef blood, ground
pepper, crushed violets, and bacon fat. It's rich, full-bodied, concentrated, and beautifully
balanced, with both tannins and acidity

Toasted pecan, baked blackberry and cardamom aromas make for a soothing nose on this
bottling. The palate is toasty as well, with espresso bean, blackberry and pepper flavors.

This is a proprietary blend of 38% Cabernet Sauvignon, 31% Merlot, 10% Petite Verdot,
8% Cabernet Franc, 8% Syrah and 5% Malbec. Part bright red and black currant, part
dried herb and spice, it's softly integrated and layered, never heavy.

Rich, concentrated dark fruit flavors like blueberry and black cherry, complemented by
spices and mocha notes. It generally features firm tannins and needs significant food to
balance its richness and power.

Cassis, blackberry, dark chocolate, leather, coffee, with a hint of cloves and toasted
hazelnuts. Full and rounded palate with bright, intense fruit and a lush cocoa, spicy
finish

A classic Bordeaux blend. Cabernet Sauvignon accounts for nearly half of this blend,
providing a powerful core of black fruits and structure. Merlot offers juicy red fruits and a
velvety mid-palate. Malbec and Petit Verdot bring depth of color and earthy notes while
Cabernet Franc adds intriguing herbal undertones to the overall blend.

Deep ruby-black in color, it has a very layered nose with aromas of exotic spices, créme
de cassis, blackcurrant bud, tar and tilled black soil with hints of violet, lilac, cardamom
and baking spices.

A ripe juicy frame of dark sour and red cherry mingles with inky black cassis laced with
fine streaks of dark Belgian chocolate.

Ripe aromas of red and blue fruit, cranberry and black pepper are followed by a velvety
palate that delivers the goods.

Expressive and brooding, wit baked dark berries brimming with spice and fruit. Palate is
silky, punchy, spiced, and decadent. The wine is fermented in stainless steel with wild
yeast, then aged in French oak for 17 months.

Rich, lush aromas of black cherry, vanilla cream and caramel, with a hint of earth.
Framed by solid tannins and bright acidity, the palate runs through similar fruit and
spice flavors with plenty of power.

Aromas of blueberry, lavender and cocoa. It is a full bodied wine with delightful and
complex flavors of blueberry pie, espresso, dark chocolate and plums. This vintage, which
is richer and denser than the previous, has a structured yet luscious finish.

This blend is fun and fruity, with high-toned berry notes and tangy acidity. Thick and
full-bodied, it is velvety smooth and approachable, with lasting richness.

Full of delicious black-fruit flavors and braced by fine-grained tannins, this ripe and full-
bodied wine offers layers of black cherries, blueberries and dark chocolate shaded with
handsome vanilla, clove and cinnamon notes.

Aromas of Bing cherry, boysenberry, spice, vanilla cream, and notes of dried flowers on
the nose. The flavors on the palate are lingonberry, blackberry, orange spice, mocha
cream, layered with earth, clove, dried tobacco, and a silky long finish.

Big and juicy in brawny black fruit and generous oak, this blends together Zinfandel,
Petite Sirah, Syrah and multiple other reds in an expression of ripeness and tannin.

On the palate,
this beefy Malbec is drawing and sinewy, with hard tannins. Rough but dark flavors of
blackberry and plum finish with wood spice and coffee notes.

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Le Volte dell'Ornellaia 2022 delights with its approachability and freshness, featuring
flavors of red berries, spices, and a hint of Mediterranean herbs. This wine reflects
Ornellaia's commitment to producing accessible yet refined wines from their estate in
Bolgheri, Tuscany.

Aromas of baking spice, mature plum and crushed aromatic herb lift out of the glass.
Elegant and linear, the taut medium-bodied palate offers dried cherry, star anise and a
hint of espresso alongside youthfully austere fine-grained tannins.

Deep garnet with notes of plum and cherry with hints of raspberry. Full-bodied, soft and
slight aromatic lingering aftertaste

Deep ruby color and a complex aroma that features notes of ripe fruit, blackberry, plum,
and vanilla, with a touch of spice. The taste is full-bodied with a good balance of tannins,
acidity, and fruit

Rich and explosive in the glass, with superb presence and tons of intensity, but all in the
gracious style of the year. Crushed flowers, sweet red berry fruit and spice are front and
center.

Reminiscent of wild berry, chopped herb and a hint of eucalyptus. The smooth, accessible
palate mirrors the nose, offering juicy Maraca cherry, chopped mint and a hint of spice
alongside rounded tannins.

A bright ruby red in color, its refined and intense nose reveals both floral and fruity tones,
with ripe cherries to the fore. It is graceful and silky on the palate, winning you over with
its tasty, supple and persistently fresh fruit and light, elegant style.

This is a classic bistro wine, brimming with bright acidity, juicy red fruit, and soft earthy
tannins. It is fresh, easily drinkable, all while being representative of its terroir. This wine
is highlighted by notes of tart cherry and wild strawberry, with a tomato leaf
herbaceousness.

Juicy red wine with aromas of black fruit, notes of violets and wild herbs, and hints of wet
earth and tobacco. On the palate it's very fruity, delicate and elegant.

Smoky, sanguine, peppery and earthy, but then opens up with aromas of blood orange,
blackberry and black cherry. More pepper and earth with red plum on the palate preserve
the overall sanguine feel, while the bitterness of an enduring blood orange note bites back
against taut tannins and bright acid

Notes of red cherry, cranberry and mineral aromas. It's smooth, medium bodied and dry
with vibrant red fruit flavors, soft tannins and bright acidity.

Rich in aromas of coconut and vanilla. It's soft and supple on the palate, with juicy
acidity lifting it up. A tangy core of red-berry and blackberry fruit provides a nice
counterpoint to the heavy-handed warm spice tones.

Intense ruby-red color and fresh aromas of wild violet, berry, and cherry. It is described
as soft, round, and well-balanced with good acidity,

Rich in aromas, fruity, balsamic and herbaceous sensations, it boasts hints of cherry,
cinchona and coffee. On the palate it is persuasive and full, warm and rich, supported by
a good acidic flavor and a long finish that tastes like fruit, herbs and underbrush.

Aromas of black-skinned berry, cedar and underbrush. The savory, accessible palate
shows juicy black plum, tobacco and cooking spice alongside polished tannins
Acidity from the Sangiovese and the Morello

cherry and oregano notes, pairs with the richness of the Montepulciano

grape, noting red plum and blackberry & dried thyme.

The wine exhibits a glass-coating opaque purple color with an expressive nose of pain
grille, underbrush, brier, mineral, blueberry, and blackberry fruit leading to a plush,
opulent wine with great density, savory flavors, and a lengthy finish.

From what was considered to be a very good vintage in Rioja, this blend of 86%
Tempranillo, 9% Graciano, and 5% Mazuelo aged 26 months in American oak followed by
an additional three years in bottle. On the palate, teeth-coating tannins encounter red-
peppered red fruit, cinnamon-spiced rose petals, and tobacco before a hint of peppermint
cools the mouth. A glorious red that has flawlessly endured the passage of time.

Raspberry, currant and kirsch mingle with savory herb, espresso and mineral notes,
supported by muscular but well-integrated tannins and enough acidity to keep the heady
flavors in balance.

This is really tight and powerful with gorgeous tannins and solid fruit. Full body. tight
and composed. Wet earth, smoked meat and hints of black truffles. Very long and
powerful.

Inky ruby. A deeply perfumed bouquet evokes ripe dark berries, incense and candied
flowers, with a smoky mineral overtone and a hint of oak spice. Powerful dark fruit
liqueur and cherry cola flavors coat the palate and show very good concentration.
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Sweet-berry, watermelon and orange aromas follow through to a full body with soft, fine
tannins and a fruity finish. Friendly and delicious.

Bright and juicy on the palate with dark plum, savoury herb, black cherry, sweet tobacco
leaf spice it is silky and supple.

Expressive black cherry, currant, licorice, mineral and smoke mingle in this focused red.
The texture is gentle but firm, well-integrated tannins and racy acidity.

Ripe, oaky, baked aromas of blackberry, coconut and graphite accurately set up a lush,
sticky palate. This tastes candied and intensely ripe, with cassis and blackberry flavors
that end with brown sugar and blueberry notes.

Cherry with purple reflections, it exhibits a collection of aromatic attributes, ripe fruit,
spices, power and complexity. Fruity, powerful, meaty and concentrated, impregnated
with the notes of the terroir, it shows an elegant breadth of flavors.

Elegant ruby and garnet color over a very deep cherry red. Aromas of vanilla with intense
fruity tones and soft tannins coming from the wood

Clean, bright, red cherry color ruby rim. On the nose, intense aromas, integrate fresh
fruits, and sweet hints due to the barrel aging. Structured and elegant on the palate.
Medium - long finish, with sweet barrel aging notes.

Nose and palate that are a delicate mix of fruit characters; perfumed raspberries, peach,
and poached quince.The palate extends to a juicy, fleshy texture with confectionary
flavors of strawberries and cream and finishes with spicy, cloves, and nutmeg.

Aromas and flavors of ripe red and black fruits like cherry and plum, with hints of vanilla,
spice, and violet. It's often described as having a smooth, balanced, and approachable
palate

Delivers mandarin orange, ripe cherry, raspberry and apricot fruit notes, which are an
exuberant burst of flavor at the entry point of this otherwise refined and subtle
Champagne. The expressive fruit is joined on the lacy mousse by toast, pastry cream,
Earl Grey tea leaf and an underpinning of minerally chalk and smoke. Lithe and graceful
on the palate, but with a dancer's sense of restrained power.

This harmonious Champagne is wonderfully vibrant as it dances across the palate, with
the satinlike mousse carrying flavors of white cherry, Marcona almond and ground coffee
that show accents of candied kumquat, ginger, aromatic verbena and graphite. A streak of
racy salinity emerges on mouthwatering finish.

Reconciles two opposing factors - strength and silkiness - and to hold them in perfect
balance with aromatic intensity and a lot of freshness.

Fresh and attractive fruit arromas with a gently flinty, white-peach and white-flower
fragrance. The palate has an attractive, fresh and crisp feel with a creamy, crispy texture
at the finish.

Summer fruit aromas are underscored by hints of vanilla, sweet pastry, dried fruit and
honey. On the palate, Mumm Grand Cordon reveals wonderful aromatic complexity, with
a long and powerful finish.

Aromas of peach, toasted almond and fresh red apple, which gradually layer with
fragrances of strawberry, citrus blossom and marzipan. A juicy entry generously coats the
mid-palate with orange and vanilla spice, followed by crisp and tart flavors.

Apricot colored wine has a nose of Valencia orange, toasted almonds and button
mushrooms. It spreads across the palate with flavors of lemon preserves, marzipan and
rose petal. There is a lemon zest note on the bright finish.

Beautiful and fresh bouquet of cherry, strawberry, orange zest and cranberry, Quenching
and crisp with a touch of sweetness.

Red apple skins and white raspberries are primary fruits in this vintage. The toasted
country bread undertone wraps this wine up at the finish.

A beautiful pink coral color and fresh, vivid aromas of black cherries, red berries and
citrus, introduce soft red fruit flavors that are rich and mouth-filling.

Traditional Method with secondary fermentation taking place in the bottle, this Cava
offers complex citrus flavors with a nice toasty note showing on the finish.

Vibrant wine balances acidity, softness, structure and bubbles, making it a perfect
aperitif, dinner pairing, or way to bring festiveness to any occasion.Fresh, fruity, and
complex on the palate, followed by a light velvety body.

Gorgeous layered white blossom aromas, followed by creamy vanilla, citrus, stone fruit
and melon. With elegant acidity and crisp structure, this medium-bodied sparkling wine
displays an excellent mousse and a rich, lingering finish.

The lovely, pale pink A to Z Bubbles invite with juicy, ripe fruit aromas. Notes of
strawberry, raspberry, watermelon, cherry, white peach, nectarine and apricot are joined
by white flowers and a hint of creaminess.

Delicate bubbles highlight the finesse of its effervescence. Its fruity nose — with notes of
yellow fruit, peach and apricot — gives way to a pleasant and soft palate.
